About the Position
We are searching for someone whose heart has been broken for Venezuela and whom God has called.  The next leader of VNI will continue to resource what has been started and help us carefully follow God’s leading into the future. 

	Each of these dimensions of ministry (see description of ministry at the end) is spearheaded by Venezuelan leaders, who in turn are supported by the USA-based VNI leadership.  Each Venezuelan ministry dimension is partially dependent on VNI for prayer, critical financial support, supplies, and encouragement.  This requires substantial fundraising, including but not limited to: individual donors, church partnerships, grants, and ministry partnership with other mission/aid organizations.
	The Executive Director is the person who leads all these fund raising efforts from the USA side, while maintaining ongoing communication with the various leaders in Venezuela.  As they lead these efforts, he or she will be responsible to the VNI Board of Directors.

Specific Responsibilities
· Raise money and other resources for Christian ministry in Venezuela, especially for the Wesleyan Seminary of Venezuela, the Wesley Medical Centers, and the Venezuelan Methodist Church.
· Communicate regularly with Venezuelan ministry leaders to understand their needs and priorities for funding.
· Build and sustain ministry partnerships with USA churches, individuals, foundations, and other mission/aid organizations.
· Attend and speak at conferences and churches as the face of VNI ministries.
· Focus on “friend-raising” as an integral dimension of raising ongoing support.
· Be responsible for all financial and legal matters of VNI, such as taxes, standard operating procedures, and human resources (under the authority of the VNI Board).
· Give direction to the VNI Advisory Board.  Seek new members and choose the chairperson.
· When possible, take periodic trips to Venezuela to contact in-country leadership, and eventually to develop and lead USA mission trips to Venezuela.
· Use media effectively to tell the VNI story.

Preferred Qualifications/Qualities
· Most importantly, this person must have a strong Christian commitment and character.  Their testimony must be above reproach as their love and devotion to Jesus shape every part of their life.  They must be active in a local church.
· This person will have a record of effective Christian service and mission, and leadership of other believers.
· This person will have a strong financial understanding of ministry fund-raising and be financially responsible in their personal and professional life.
· They will both fully understand and be fully committed to the mission of VNI: Reach the Lost of Venezuela.
· Preferably, they will speak and understand Spanish at a conversational level.
· This person will be a self-starter, who welcomes measurable goals and eagerly reports facts to the Board of Directors and the Advisory Board, as well as donors.
· They will have a strong work ethic and be self-disciplined.
· This person will be an excellent communicator who will be able to share the stories of Venezuelan ministries in a variety of ways and in different contexts.

About the Ministry
	Venezuela Now began 25 years ago when Rev. Dr. Warren Lathem spoke at an open-air event in Barquisimeto, Venezuela.  As he was leaving, the LORD broke his heart for the lost of Venezuela.  He returned to Venezuela often to help answer the plea of local pastors and young future church leaders for training and biblical teaching.  God began to grow the evangelical church in Venezuela.  In intentional partnership with other USA pastors and teachers a seminary was formed in Barquisimeto and Venezuela Now, Inc. was established to help provide critical funding for the Wesleyan Seminary of Venezuela. 
Today the Seminary is training hundreds of women and men who are being called into ministry to reach the lost of Venezuela.  VNI has provided the financial resources to buy the property and buildings that house the Seminary, as well as teaching materials and necessary technology. Since 2015 the Wesleyan Seminary of Venezuela has been led entirely by Venezuelan staff and professors.  From the students of the Seminary have come over 60 new churches, the Wesley Medical Center with 6 locations, eight Christian schools, and many weekly “feed the hungry” locations. 
This Christian movement in Venezuela is a thriving multi-faceted ministry touching people’s lives with the love of Christ, inviting them into a redemptive relationship with Jesus.  They engage in theological training, medical outreach, church planting, feeding programs, leadership mentoring, and spiritual/moral support for congregations and their leaders.
The needs of the people in Venezuela are so many. But the greatest need in Venezuela is the hope that only comes with knowing Jesus.
